Leisure & Exploration: Musical instruments or sports
materials (if available).

Some pocket money for excursions.
Strictly Not Allowed: Mobile phones,

laptops, tabs,

earphones, iPods, or any electronic gadgets, Harmful objects |

like knives, blades, scissors etc, Shorts or inappropriate
clothing.

Discipline: Follow the daily routine and schedule sincerely,
Respect peers, volunteers, and faculty, Maintain cleanliness in
dorms, dining areas, and classrooms, Practice silence during
meditation/yoga and show attentiveness during sessions.

Every child in the Super 60 program is equipped not only with
academic essentials but also with tools to nurture a holistic
life. Each student is presented with a school bag, long
notebooks, an exam pad, a pouch with stationery items, a
yoga mat, a plate, and a glass—ensuring they are prepared for
both learning and living.

Education goes far beyond textbooks
Each day is thoughtfully structured to instill responsibility and

values. Children are encouraged to perform their own chores,
engage in gardening and kitchen duties, serve food to peers,
participate in daily prayers, lead their groups, write daily
diaries, and listen to real-life inspirational stories. These
experiences sow the seeds of self-reliance, empathy,
leadership, and reflection.
