The Prime Minister turned
emotional during his interaction with the
Isro scientists as he went on to heap
praises on the Chandrayaan-3 team for
their dedication and efforts.

Shakti' and August 23 will be celebrated
as 'National Space Day'.

"Today, I am feeling a different level of
happiness, such occasions are very rare.
This time, I was so restless. I was in South
Africa but my mind was with you. I wanted
to meet you as soon as possible and I
salute you, I salute your efforts. You took
Make in India to the Moon," PM Modi said
while addressing the Isro scientists.

"The height to which you have taken the
country is not an ordinary height, not an
ordinary success. India is on the moon.
We have our national pride placed on the
moon. We went where no one had gone.
We did what no one has ever done
before," he added.

The Prime Minister further announced

that the point on the Moon where
Chandrayaan-2 left its imprints in 2019
will be called 'Tiranga'. PM Modi had flown
down to Bengaluru on the night of
September 6, 2019 to watch the planned
touch down of Chandrayaan-2 mission's
'Vikram' lander. But in the early hours of
September seven, barely minutes before
it was slated to land, ISRO lost contact
with the craft, just 2.1 kms above the
lunar surface.

"Today, from trade to technology, India is
being counted among the countries
standing in the first row. In the journey
from 'third row' to 'first row', institutions
like our 'Isro' has played a huge role," PM
Modi said.

India made history as the first country to
land near the south pole of the Moon with
its Chandrayaan-3 lander on August 23.

1. Chairman, Sri KV Ramakrishna, welcomed the members
and wished all on the eve of 77th Independence Day
celebrations.

2. Chairman briefly spoke about the various activities of
the Foundation across the country and requested the Founder
and the Secretary to elaborate. The Founder and the Secretary
briefed the Board in detail about all the activities undertaken
since the last board meeting. The following activities were
elaborated and discussed in detail.

Secretary briefed the Board that all these projects/activities
under the CSR program are being implemented as per the
plan. abhaya has been fortunate to get support from many
corporates like Regal Rexnord (Euroflex), Island Veer Chemie,
Exotic Fruits etc. Service activities under this program are
reaching many states with active participation of volunteers
from different places. Board Members thanked the corporates
who reposed confidence in abhayas.

4. Organisational update

a. Current team of full-time persons

b. Pending positions - requirements

c. Accounting and reporting.

Secretary the Board about the current manpower and covered
all the above topics. Chairman added that the core team had
multiple brainstorming calls and decided to recruit about 4-5
people who can take up accounts and administration activities
at different campuses of abhaya.

5. Reorganization of Board of Trustees
and the National Advisory Council
(NAC)

The Founder, with the permission of the
Chair, informed the board that CS R Rama
Krishna Gupta, CS SVN Acharyulu and Sri
Kalyan USA have informed their desire to
step down from the Board of Trustees,
owing to their other personal
commitments. The Board of Trustees took
note of the contribution made by each of
them and placed on record their heartfelt
appreciation for their kind-hearted
association with abhaya and its mission.

The Founder presented the profile and
consent of Dr K Narasimha Rao, Bengaluru,
who has been associated with abhaya
activities over the last few years, for
inducting him as abhaya Trustee. The Board
unanimously consented to appoint Dr K
Narasimha Rao to the Board of Trustees
with additional responsibility as the
Treasurer. Team abhaya welcomed Dr K
Narasimha Rao as the new Trustee and
Treasurer of abhaya Foundation.

Further, The Founder informed the Board
that CA IS Prasad & Dr SV Lakshmidevi,
members of abhaya National Advisory
Council (NAC), also expressed their desire
to step down from NAC owing to their pre-
occupation. The Board while thanking them
for their kindest association and support,
placed on record its gratitude to each of
them.

Founder, later introduced Sri Venkat
Changavalli, Hyderabad, to the Board,
presented his profile and sought the
consent to co-opt him to abhaya NAC. The
Board unanimously consented to welcome
Sri Venkat Changavalli to abhaya National

Advisory Council. Chairman and other
office bearers welcomed Sri Venkat
Changavalli and sought his kind guidance
and support as member of NAC.

Sri Venkat Changavalli rememberd as to
how he got to acquainted with the Founder
and later introduced to abhaya Foundation.
He also shared about his presence as one of
the speakers of Bharat CSR Summit in
January 2023. He is kind in consenting to be
the member of abhaya NAC. Detailed
profiles of Sri Venkat Changavalli and Dr K
Narasimha Rao are shared separately.

6.Discussion regarding greater
engagement of the Board and NAC

Chairman appealed to the board of Trustees
and Members to spare more time for
abhaya and consequently ease the burden
of the Founder. He mentioned that thereis a
need for greater engagement of board
Trustees in all the activities of abhaya.

Founder informed the board that till few
months ago. Sri KSV Siva Krishna,
Secretary, was based in Hyderabad and
used to spare his valuable time for abhaya.
As he got transferred and relocated to
Bangalore, he has not been able to spare
time as earlier, hampering the day-t-day
operations and increasing the burden on
the Founder.

Founder placed on record his appreciation
for Chairman, Sri KV Ramakrishna, for his
guidance and support across Corporate
Communications, CSR Proposals,
Reporting, Accounts and Audit. Further, he
is also actively mentoring the Founder and
Secretary in terms of effective
management systems.

It is informed to the Board that the team
abhaya is indebted to Sri PSR Murthy,
Director, Youth Empowerment Initiatives,
for his contribution of time, resources and
ideology in adding value to the Mission. He
is regularly mentoring driving schools in
various states. He is successful in
registering abhaya CCL Motor Driving
School, Anantapuram. He is continuously
trying to do his bit, wherever possible.

The Board Members present in the meeting
appreciated them for such an association
and leadership. It is informed to the Board
that there is no dearth for money, material
and machinery at abhaya, but it has been
facing severe issues with respect to the
human resources. Subsequent to the
discussion on this topic, the Board felt that
it would be good for each of the Trustees to
lead a specific project and accordingly
sought voluntary consents for the same.

Sri Venkat Chengavalli too echoed the
thought and added that we need to have a
constant check on our systems and
explained it with a short story. Every
member on the meeting agreed to the
points.

7.Necessity of “"Shram
dhan”/contribution of time

Chairman urged the members to
generously come forward for *Shram dhan”
and take part in the service activities of
abhaya, alongside their monetary
contributions. This will add a lot of value to
the organization and also free up some
bandwidth for the Founder to Focus on
different works.




Sri Ramesh Gelli while congratulating the
team for such a consistent good work, also
placed on record his application for bringing
out such a voluminous newsletter month
after month without a break which is very
rare to find in any NGO in the country.

8.Trustees Fortnight meets at
Bangalore

President suggested to have regular
physical meetings at Bengaluru, as
majority of the Office Bearers are now in
Bengaluru, to discuss regular updates and
explore specific responsibilities for
individual Trustees. The members felt such
meetings can be done once or twice a
month.

9. One Trustee caring One school
Founder suggested that each Trustee get
involved with one school, where they can
coordinate and monitor all our activities in
that school, inspect the works for quality
and dedicate the works for the benefit of
students. This will also go a long way in
contributing their valuable time under
“Shram dhan”, as proposed by the
Chairman.

10. Funds (Rs.12 lakhs per annum) to
“ask” centres benefitting 1500
children

The Founder and Secretary explained the
new project where abhaya started free
tuition centers for the Class 3 to 9 students
of Government schools. We titled those
centers as 'abhaya Samskara Kendra'
(ask), where the kids will be taught their
regular curriculum along with life values.
The idea is to empower one graduate as a
teacher in this process. There was a two-
day workshop conducted for all the
teachers in the month of April at

Hyderabad. We started with Summer Camp
and established 'abhaya Samskara Kendra'
with that experience. Currently, there are
about 15 'ask' centers across Andhra
Pradesh, Karnataka, Tamilnadu and
Telangana states. The plan is to have about
30 centers, with about 50 students in each
center, and an estimated cost of Rs.1 Lakh
per month.

11. Task-15 new "“ask” centers in
Andhra Pradesh and Tamil Nadu.

We got requests from different villages to
start “ask” centers in their villages and the
team is working on another training
workshop for the new teachers. It is
decided to go to their respective villages,
instead of asking them to come to
Hyderabad. Founder will be planning the
two-day workshops at Andhra Pradesh and
Tamilnadu, based on confirmation of the
team.

12.Funding Compass books for the
Government Schools.

Chairman mentioned that the Compass
book authored by the Founder got a good
applause and our efforts to send the book to
all the Government schools in Andhra
Pradesh and Telangana were successful,
with the blessings of almighty and the will
of the Founder. Recently abhaya handed
over the books to Government schools in
the presence of Education Ministers Sri
Bothsa Satyanarayana and Smt Sabitha
Indra Reddy in two events conducted in the
two Telugu states. He also shared that one
Government official came forward to
translate the book to English for greater
reach and expressed hope that this will take
abhaya to new heights.

13. Mission Venkat Reddy

Founder informed the Board that Mr Venkat
Reddy, who joined abhaya as a Driver about
4 years back, was instrumental in handling
many works at abhaya Home of Happiness
and has risen to the level of administrator.
Lately, he has been suffering with different
health issues and underwent surgery thrice
during the past 6 months. He incurred
expenses of more than Rs.50 lacs and had
to sell some land in his native place.
Keeping his association in mind, abhaya too
supported him with Rs.1.5 lacs. Based on
the situation, he may need some more help
and the Founder sought the approval for
supporting him with some more resources.
Board considered the request and approved
the support.

14. Adding Manpower to abhaya
Founder updated that one more driver
joined ahaya Home recently and at this
time we have enough manpower at abhaya
Home of Happiness and should scout for
right candidates for Anantapur and
Bengaluru Campuses. He added that we
could manage with the current team in
Bengaluru for now. The Chairman opined
that the strength of inmates needs to be
increased at abhaya Home so that we could
cater to many needy people. We may need
to scout for bedside assistants who can take
care of the old people at home.

15. Vote of Thanks

President, Sri Narayana Rangaiah,
proposed a Vote of thanks to all the
members present in the meeting. He
thanked all the old NAC members and
Board Trustees for their contributions.
