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Bharat CSR Summit 2023

We started the day
with a conference to
exchange thoughts
on Corporate Social
Responsibility,
understand from
each other, learn
best practises seen
across the globe and
explore ideas
beyond mere
corporate funding
concepts. We were
fortunate to have
distinguished
guests from across
different segments
of the society talk to us about their thoughts on how best to
serve the society and help mankind.

The work done by corporates for social causes has been a
voluntary activity across the globe in what was normally seen
as “Giving-Back” program. As you are all aware, Government of
India (GoI) has broughtin a legislation in 2013 that warrants all
corporates satisfying certain financial conditions to spend a
portion of their profits for social causes. Thanks to this, since
then, more than Rs.1.2 lac crores has been spent by over
30,000 companies as part of their CSR programs.

WhAt Are we Seeing inthis C3KR regime,?

Despite the incredibly good work happening through CSR
funds, unfortunately we do notice few black spots.

Some companies saw this as an imposition and learnt the
art of "“managing” the CSR rules.

Few saw this as a donation opportunity and decided to
spend on people they cared about (hometown of the
promoter) or on projects where they were pressurized to
give CSR money.

Some companies turned this into a branding opportunity
and took part and won awards in CSR competitions to show
how caring they were, without really caring.

Whattodo?

Design and plan the CSR program rather than being ad hoc or
arbitrary in implementing the CSR program of the organisation.
Corporates should take this as a very serious activity and more
particularly as a social responsibility. It is important to have
dedicated staff to design and implement the CSR activities in a
proactive manner.

Howtodo?

As most organisations may not have the staff and resources to
implement these activities in the chosen areas, it may be
prudent for corporates to partner with NGOs who are
experienced, transparent and trust worthy.

One of the most important aspects of the CSR program is to
study and analyse the impact of the work done. Today, there
are several tools that could help in proper monitoring of these
projects and studying the impact created, on a periodic basis
and organisations should adopt and benefit from such tools.
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Further, the ultimate objective should be to create sustainable
programs.

C3R as Collective Social Resp msi%lity

Balachandra, our Founder, has been a proponent of this
concept that it needs to be a collective responsibility of various
players, so as to generate the maximum impact, leading to a
better society.

Sri Venkat Changavalli, Former CEO, EMRI, spoke about
Citizen's Social Responsibility

Mr.Changavalli explained about
the very innovative ambulance
services that was launched as
108-service. He emphasised that
as humans it is our responsibility
to explore the opportunities of
serving others and thus make the
world a better place. It is
important for citizens to develop
virtues like patience, sacrifice, ethical values in terms of
integrity, honesty, trustworthiness and passionate leadership.

Mr.Changavalli underlined that CSR begins at home and it is
important to be sensitive to people around us and be inclusive.
Most importantly, the act of service should neither be for show
nor for returns.

Sri VC. Sajjanar IPS, MD,
TSRTC, Telangana, spoke about
Community Social
Responsibility

He noted that our community is

unfortunately becoming more

materialistic. It is hence

imperative to think about the
society and to give back to the society. The starting point is to
be in touch with the society.

Mr.Sajjanar explained that Government itselfis an NGO and co-
opting people for community service is Community Social
Responsibility. Accordingly, the police department could set up
six lakh offices at home with the help of cyber team. During the
pandemic, with the active participation of ~300 volunteers,
they could distribute 12 lakh food packets, organised
blood/plasma donation camps, issued 15,000 blood units to
needy patients and also took care of several stray animals. All
this happened due to community responsibility. He emphasised
the need for citizens to bond with and work alongside
Government.




Sri. Lalit Sankrani, MD,
BHEL- GE Gas Turbine
Services Pvt Ltd, spoke
about Corporate Social
Responsibility

He was introduced to GE

volunteers wherein he

discovered that service to

fellow humans is a path to

make oneself a better

human being. He
explained how they engage their employees in building
community projects. In partnership with organisations such as
'Akshaya Patra', they manage five old-age homes.

Swamiji emphasised the
spiritual importance of
'giving'. God has
bestowed the humanity
with plenty of resources -
but man is not able to
manage these resources
in an equitable fashion. He emphasised that the act of giving
and/or sharing leads to happiness. If we don't engage in such
good causes, the human life will tend to become an animal life.
Thus, smaller actions, small sharing, and smaller (good)
expressions will manifest into cosmic social responsibility.

Swamiji, guided that the best is to start giving 'now’', to the
extent one could, unnoticed and in a manner that would not
embarrass or belittle the recipient.
