abhaya Bhavita, born from the heart of
abhaya Foundation as a mission for girl
safety and empowerment, took a bold new
step forward — aiming to reach lakhs of
children across the country through a
dedicated force of Bhavita SoulDears.

To ignite this vision, a 2 day training
program was held on June 28th and 29th,
gathering 60 volunteers from various states
in South India.

A Journey Beyond Boundaries
Volunteers traveled from remote villages,
tribal belts, and rural districts, facing long
and tiring journeys, language barriers, and
even local auto drivers riots at
Ibrahimpatnam, just to be part of something
they had only “heard about.” Many had
never met the founder before, never heard
of the abhaya Foundation in detail — but still
came, guided only by the trust placed in a
word, a mission, and the promise of doing
good by few well wishers like Ramana,
Lakshmi and others.

NGO's, DWAKRA Leaders, DRPs, ASK
teachers, Super 60 Students and others
from humble backgrounds took part in the
training...many of whom had never stepped
into a city before also attended the session.

The warmth with which the Founder
welcomed every participant was touching.
Despite the language barriers, he made
every soul feel heard, seen, and loved —
often pushing himself to physical exhaustion
just to ensure no one was left out.




Day 1 - Discovering the Self Through
Seva: The sessions kicked off at 10:30
AM with an inspiring narration of the
origin story of abhaya Foundation — a &
® vision that sprouted during the &82
@& Founder's Upanayanam Ceremony and 4 &%
has since grown into a national §
movement. Through interactive YouTube
AVs, the story was brought to life, giving
9 the founder brief breathers in a day §®
otherwise packed from morning to
midnight.

In a brilliant reverse-engineered
. approach, volunteers were first asked to
, envision the goal: Impacting 3 lakh
¢ students by year-end, i.e., 50,000 each month, with 250 students per
session along with approx budgeting. The vision wasn't just told — it
was owned, as volunteers enthusiastically pledged their monthly
commitments.

Then came 9 thought-provoking questions — from communication #=
skills to financial struggles — allowing participants to introspect and : .
identify their own areas of growth. Those who rose to the challenge

were recognized instantly — one elderly woman, upon receiving a

surprise cash prize of Rs 500, was so moved that she pledged to
4 conduct at least 10 Bhavitha sessions every month.

The book, rich & W’t _
with real-life scenarios and learning tools, was positioned as a must- !
read for every volunteer educator.

Even during meals, the Founder never stepped out of his role as a guide
and guardian. With gentle words and heartfelt concern, he spoke about
the power of food prayers, the need for mindful eating, and the deep
> value of nhot wasting even a single grain.
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He didn't speak to them — he spoke with
them, just like a father would to his
children, gently reminding them of the
sacredness hidden in the simplest acts of
daily life.

Because “In this society, who else is left
to speak about such things? Who will
teach with love, not lectures?”

And so, he took it upon himself — not just
to train volunteers, but to nurture
values, sow awareness, and revive the
forgotten goodness of everyday living.

Sessions flowed seamlessly from indoor
halls to natural classrooms under trees,
on rocks and quiet corners in the forest,
where the Founder used sand, soil, and
stones to teach self-defense and

The Founder beautifully demonstrated
the spirit of being unstoppable by
drawing attention to the tiniest of
creatures — ants, tirelessly moving over

rugged rocks.
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“Look at them,” he said, “they don't
question the obstacles. They don't pause
at the edges. They just keep moving —
one after another, with discipline,
purpose, and belief. That... is the secret
of a meaningful life.”

In another unforgettable moment, he
turned everyone's gaze to a simple check
dam — quiet, still, yet powerful.

“Just as a check dam stores every drop to
nourish the land for 365 days,” he said,
“we must learn to channel our energy,
collect our thoughts, and preserve our
inner strength — so we can pour it into
shaping the lives of children with love,
wisdom, and safety.”

What is Bhavita?” - A Moment of
Revelation

When one volunteer said, “It's about
doing good to society,” the Founder
gently corrected, “"Bhavita first
transforms you — the volunteer.”

This powerful insight sparked a chain

P

reaction. Volunteers began identifying
the personal gifts Bhavita offers to them:
- Self-confidence

- Leadership

- Self Sustenance

- Public speaking

-- Communication Skills

-- Critical Thinking

- Networking opportunities

- Self learning etc.,

He cited Varalakshmi, a Bhavita
volunteer running an ASK center, as a
living example of empowered
womanhood.

Night Session: A Contest of Courage
Later that evening, a unique public-
speaking contest tested how volunteers
could explain Bhavita to strangers.

Karnataka, a woman with no public
speaking background and limited
understanding due to the language gap.

Yet, she was chosen as the real winner — ©

rewarded with a 3000 microphone, as a
symbol of encouragement and belief in
her spirit, not just her skill.




The session concluded on a powerful
note, as the Founder gently unfolded the
soul of Bhavita — sharing how the
concept was born from a single thought,
how it evolved step by step, and how it
grew into a movement touching
thousands of lives.

He then offered a deep-dive into Mantra
1 of the 10 abhaya Bhavita Sutras — not
as a dry explanation, but through lively
skits, heartfelt stories, thought-
provoking images, and playful jokes that
left the audience both inspired and
smiling.

This engaging approach didn't just teach
— it touched hearts, leaving everyone
eager and awakened, perfectly setting
the tone for a transformational Day 2.

Day 2 - From Morning Yoga to
Mission Commitment: The second day
began at 5:00 AM with yoga and a nature
walk to the goshala, grounding the
volunteers physically and mentally. By
6:30 AM, sessions resumed with small
breaks in between and continued till
2:00 PM with a mix of video
demonstrations on self-defense,
interviews, and interactive discussions
on the remaining 9 Bhavita Sutras.

After lunch, action points were finalized
with recalling the target discussed in first
session and each volunteer received a
carefully crafted kit:

- Posters

-- Calendars

- Compass book

- Vimukham book
— Mobile stand

- Umbrella

-- Certificate

--ID Card

-- Travel allowance

The event concluded in an emotional
wave of gratitude. Volunteers touched
the Founder's feet, offering their
heartfelt thanks, and many recorded
videos, messages, and diary entries
promising to take the mission forward
and thanking for teaching life time
values.

There were sessions on personality
development, where I got to know more
about myself and who I am. I reflected on
my strengths and how I could improve. It
made me think about how I behave and
how I could become more confident and
positive.

I also learnt to say a thanksgiving prayer
before having my meals — a beautiful habit
that I'm continuing now.

During time management session, I
understood how important it is to use time
wisely. I learnt how to plan my day better,
so I don't waste time and can get more

done without stress. Guruji also conducted
group discussions, which helped me learn
from others and broaden my
understanding. The money management
session was also very helpful. I learnt how
to save money, spend carefully, and be
smart with finances.

One of the most interesting parts was
solving critical life situations.
