What began in 2024 for 55th birthday as a
simple intention to contribute meaningfully
towards girls' safety has today evolved into a
remarkable people-driven movement.

With a shared vision, like-minded individuals
came together to initiate awareness through
PowerPoint sessions, paper presentations,
and the creation of a 60-page resource
document covering women's protection
laws, acts, and safety guidelines. This
knowledge was then taken to schools,
engaging young minds through essay
writing, elocution, drawings, paintings,
poster-making, and singing competitions
centred onthe theme of girl safety.

The response from students was inspiring.
Creative, eye-catching posters developed by
children from multiple schools became the
foundation for the next phase of this
initiative. Building on this, the team created
10 essential safety principles, supported by
impactful visuals to ensure easy
understanding and recall.

Innovation for Impact

As the initiative grew, the challenge was to
take this message to the masses in a
sustainable and practical way. The founder
envisioned printing these safety messages
on flute boards—a durable, weather
resistant alternative to paper and glass along

with pocket-sized calendars for everyday
accessibility.

A Unique Birthday Appeal that Sparked a
Movement

In March 2024, driven by conviction, the
founder made a heartfelt appeal: instead of
birthday gifts, people were encouraged to
contribute Rs.55 or multiples of it towards
printing these educational materials.

The response was overwhelming. In the very
first year, the campaign raised Rs.8 lakhs by
the time of the founder's birthday.

This year, the movement reached new
heights, raising an incredible Rs. 15 lakhs
withinjust 24 days.

Field observations and multiple rounds of interviews
reveal that while most candidates possess adequate
subject knowledge, a significant challenge lies in spoken
English proficiency. This gap is largely attributed to rural
educational backgrounds, despite many candidates
holding qualifications suchas M.Sc.and B.Ed.

To address this, a dual-medium teaching approach is being
proposed. Core subjects will be taught in the regional
language to ensure conceptual clarity, while structured
English modules will be gradually introduced to enhance
communication skills. In parallel, a 3-6 month training
roadmap is being designed to strengthen both spoken
English and basic technology skills enabling teachers to
adapttomodern educational needs.

Another key consideration is financial sustain ability and
community engagement. Many of the selected teachers
come from economically disadvantaged backgrounds and

BREAKING: Madras High Court Rules Bhagavad Gita, Vedanta,
and Yoga are Not Religious Texts Under FCRA

The Madras High Court has held that the Bhagavad Gita, Vedanta, and
Yoga are part of India's civilizational and philosophical heritage, and
not religious texts. This landmark judgment was delivered by Justice
G.R. Swaminathan while setting aside the Union Home Ministry's
rejection of FCRA registration to Arsha Vidya Parampara Trust, which
teachesthese subjects. 23

The court emphasized that teaching the Bhagavad Gita, Vedanta, or
Yoga does not automatically make an organization "religious" under
the FCRA. The judgment highlights that:
